Students’ Feedback Analysis on Curriculum for the session 2025-26

The results are analysed separately for each department based on the responses of 6th Semester students collected during the 2025-26 academic session to evaluate the teaching-learning and evaluation process. Feedback was obtained from more than 850 students through a structured questionnaire administered via Google Forms. Students were allowed to provide their responses freely without disclosing any personal identity details. The first section of the analysis focuses on the quality of the teaching-learning process and comprises 20 questions. The second section examines the syllabus and curriculum structure, consisting of 10 questions. All items were designed on a five-point Likert scale to capture the students’ perceptions effectively. 



Analysis: The above bar diagram shows that the student feedback for the Department of Assamese, Kokrajhar University, is largely satisfactory. The department has demonstrated excellence in several areas, including communication with students, fairness in the internal evaluation process, informing students about competencies, course outcomes and programme outcomes, identifying students’ strengths and providing encouragement, and the use of student-centric methods for experiential learning. However, the feedback also indicates a need for improvement in major areas such as teachers’ overall approach and the use of ICT tools for classroom delivery.


Analysis: The student feedback, represented through a bar diagram, indicates that the overall performance of the Department of Bengali, Kokrajhar University, is satisfactory. In several key areas, such as syllabus coverage, teacher communication, fairness in the internal evaluation process, attainment of expected competencies, clarity of course and programme outcomes, identification of students’ strengths and weaknesses, support for students in overcoming academic challenges, and the overall quality of the teaching, learning process, the department has demonstrated excellence. 
However, the feedback also highlights certain areas requiring improvement. These include promoting internships, student exchange programmes, and field visit opportunities; strengthening mentoring related to students’ cognitive, social, and emotional development; providing multiple opportunities for holistic learning and growth; and ensuring systematic monitoring, review, and continuous quality enhancement. Furthermore, the department needs to give greater attention to encouraging student participation in extracurricular activities. A significant concern identified in the feedback is the limited use of ICT tools for classroom teaching and delivery.



Analysis: The student feedback represented through bar diagrams indicates that the performance of the Department of Bodo, Kokrajhar University, is largely satisfactory. In several areas, such as teachers’ preparation for classes, fairness in the internal evaluation process, clarity of expected competencies, course outcomes and programme outcomes, encouragement of students in extracurricular activities, and the overall quality of the teaching-learning process, the department has demonstrated excellence. However, the feedback also highlights certain areas requiring improvement. These include teachers’ approachability, the promotion of internships, student exchange and field visit opportunities, identifying students’ strengths and providing appropriate levels of academic challenge, and the adoption of student-centric teaching methods to enhance understanding of the syllabus. A major concern expressed by students pertains to the limited use of ICT tools for classroom teaching in the Department of Bodo.

In certain aspects such as syllabus covered, teacher’s communication, fairness in internal evaluation, illustrating the concepts through examples and applications, expected competencies, course outcomes, and programme outcomes, in identifying the strengths and encouraging the students by providing right level of challenges, use of ICT tool such as projectors, Multimedia, etc. the overall teaching-learning process of the the deptt. of Botany has shown excellence to some extent.  However, the feedback suggests improvement in major areas such as covering the syllabus in time, promoting internships, student exchange, and field visit opportunities for students. Another major area of concern for the Department of Botany is mentoring the students in assignments and necessary follow-up. The overall quality of teaching in the department of Botany needs to be improved. 




Analysis: The student feedback represented through the bar diagram indicates that the overall performance of the Department of Chemistry, Kokrajhar University, is generally satisfactory. In several areas, such as teachers’ preparation for classes, communication with students, fairness in the internal evaluation process, provision of multiple learning opportunities, use of examples and applications to illustrate concepts, and the adoption of student-centric methods, including experiential, participative, and problem-solving approaches, the department has demonstrated commendable performance. The feedback also reflects positively on the department’s efforts to encourage extra-curricular activities and maintain the overall quality of the teaching-learning process. However, the feedback also highlights certain areas requiring improvement. These include the teacher’s approachability, promotion of internship and student-exchange programmes, provision of field-visit opportunities, and mentoring related to students’ cognitive, social, and emotional development. In these aspects, the Department of Chemistry needs to strengthen its efforts.

In certain aspects such as communication with the students, fairness in the internal evaluation process, expected competencies, course outcomes, and programme outcomes, in identifying the weaknesses of the students and helping them to overcome, and the use of ICT tools such as projectors, Multimedia, etc., the deptt.  of Computer Science is very good.  However, the department needs to improve in the areas such as in teacher’s approach,  promoting internship, student exchange, field visit opportunities for students, in providing multiple opportunities to learn and grow, in monitoring, review and continuous quality improvement of the teaching learning process, inculcating the soft skills, life skills and employability skills of the students the department of computer science need to focus.





Analysis:  The student feedback represented via a bar diagram shows that the performance of the Department of Economics, Kokrajhar University, is more or less satisfactory. In certain aspects such as teacher’s preparation for classes, communication with the students, , fairness in internal evaluation process, expected competencies, course outcomes and programme outcomes,  illustration of concepts through examples and applications, in monitoring, review and continuous quality improvement of the teaching learning process and encouraging the students in extra curricular activities, the deptt of Economics is very good.  However, the department needs to improve in areas such as covering the syllabus, the teacher’s approach, promoting internship, student exchange, and field visit opportunities for students, identifying the weaknesses, and helping them to overcome. The Department of Economics needs to do better.  Another area of concern for the department. is the use of ICT tools for classroom delivery.

Analysis: The students of the department of Assamese were highly satisfied with the size of the syllabus in terms of the load on the students. The students were also satisfied with the allocation of the credits of the course and the courses of studies in relation to the competencies which expected. Moreover, the students of the department of Assamese were satisfied with the electives offered in relation to the technological advancement. However, the students were not satisfied with the terms lab components. 










Analysis: The students of the department of Bengali were highly satisfied with the syllabus of the courses that they studied in relation to the competencies which was expected. Further, they are also highly satisfied regarding the relevance of the unit in the syllabus and pedagogy of the syllabus in terms of academic consequences. However, the students were not so satisfied in the context of technological advancement and lab facilities. 



Analysis: The students of the department of Bodo were highly satisfied with the relevance of units in the syllabus. They were also satisfied with the course content studied and the objectives stated for the course, and also satisfied with the offering of the electives in terms of their relevance to the specialization streams. However, the students were not satisfied with the context of the technological advancement and lab components. 













Analysis: The students of the department of Botany were highly satisfied with the courses in terms of extra learning or self-learning, considering the design of the course. They were also satisfied with the relation to the competencies of the course as well as the technological advancement of the course. However, the students were not satisfied with the objectives of the course as well as the lab components. 










Analysis: The students of the department of Chemistry were highly satisfied with the allocation of the credits to the course. Moreover, the students were also highly satisfied with the relevance of the units in the syllabus, which were relevant to the course, the size of the syllabus in terms of the load on the students, and the objectives stated for each of the courses. However, the students were not satisfied with the objectives stated for each of the courses.










Analysis: The students of the department of Computer Science were highly satisfied with the allocation of the credits of the course. Moreover, the students were also satisfied with the electives in terms of their relevance to the specialization streams, and the size of the syllabus in terms of load on the student. However, the students were not satisfied with the evaluation scheme designed for each of the course and lab components.
