Objective : The objective of the programme was to commemorate the birth 
anniversary of Swami Vivekananda and to inspire the youth to imbibe 
his ideals of self-confidence, discipline, leadership, and service to 
society. The programme aimed to motivate students, especially NSS and 
NCC volunteers, to actively participate in nation-building activities and 
to develop moral values, social responsibility, and a spirit of selfless 
service. 

Detailed Report: 

The NSS Unit and NCC Unit of Kokrajhar University jointly celebrated National Youth Day 
on 12th January 2026 at the Seminar Hall of the University to commemorate the 164th Birth 
Anniversary of Swami Vivekananda. The programme was organized with the objective of 
motivating young minds to imbibe the ideals of self-confidence, discipline, leadership, and 
national service as envisioned by Swami Vivekananda. 

The programme began with a brief address by Mr. Danswarang Basumatary, Coordinator, NSS 
Unit, who welcomed the dignitaries and participants. In his address, he highlighted the 
importance of National Youth Day and emphasized the relevance of Swami Vivekananda’s 
message in empowering today’s youth to become responsible and committed citizens.

He motivated 
fellow students to awaken their inner potential and contribute positively to society through 
dedication, discipline, and service. 

Thereafter, the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Ganesh Ch. Wary, delivered an inspiring address 
citing the philosophy and teachings of Swami Vivekananda. He urged the youth to develop 
self-belief, leadership qualities, and social responsibility, and encouraged them to uphold the 
values of the University and the nation. 

The programme concluded with a vote of thanks proposed by Mr. Anupam Narjinary, NSS 
Programme Officer, who expressed gratitude to the dignitaries, organizers, teaching faculty, 
NSS and NCC volunteers, and students for their active participation and support in making the 
programme a grand success. 

Overall, the celebration of National Youth Day was highly successful and meaningful. The 
programme effectively inspired students to follow the ideals of Swami Vivekananda and 
reaffirmed Kokrajhar University’s commitment to nurturing responsible, empowered, and 
value-driven youth.
